Matters Arising:

· Members agreed to add updates to the Parish Magazine advert for the Parish Council – Clerk would send template to Cllr Crabtree.
· The Chairman had looked into car tracks seen upon the verges. No action has been taken.

· Members agreed the monthly finance statement.
· Members agreed to accept the quotation on a 3 year basis for insurance from Aviva; the policy being identical cover to the existing one from Aon.
· It was noted and approved that £700 transferred to current account from savings account and that precept received from WMDC on 6th April of £9576.
· A half yearly internal audit had been carried out prior to the meeting and results filed.

Reports:
School – Cllr Crabtree reported that Feast and Fair magazine picture was to be added and that the talent competition was going ahead.
Village Field – Cllr Hoyle reported that work was progressing on Feast and Fair and that the Neighbourhood Team may help in dealing with hedging.
Police – Cllr Atkinson reported that the meeting to launch Neighbourhood Watch would be held at the Spread Eagle on 24 May. The Police website had details of the PACT meetings, the next one being June 14th.
In Bloom – Cllr Tagger reported that a meeting of the gardening club was due. There will be discussion about possible gardening trips in association with Kyte Hotel who are running a travel business.. It was noted that the school project was still to be dealt with.
· The matter of insurance for gardening club members will need to be clarified but at present their work is not covered by the Council’s public liability insurance.
· It was agreed that the contract with First Impressions for baskets this year was to be paid at £1506.
· Clerk noted that Groundwork Wakefield were interested in quoting for the construction of floor planters, details to be emailed to Cllr Farrell.
Newsletter – Cllr Tagger reported that he is collecting items for inclusion in the next edition; an article from Cllr Hoyle due and an advert for Neighbourhood Watch would be included. It was noted that the colour edition could in future be printed by Carter&Jackson at a cheaper rate.
Project on Village Field –Members reported on the last Project meeting regarding possible new ideas on land at the village field. The possible ideas are bowling green, extension to football pitch and village hall.
The local landowner had no objections in principle and would wish to sell the land for this purpose. He would wish trustees be appointed for this purpose.
The potential of the area was noted and the land area was 1.25 acres.
Legal advice was required regarding the funding of the project, particularly any land purchase. Clerk would research this but noted the possible need for a new Trust to be formed.
The next meeting of the project group would be 20 April.
