It was reported that the planning application for a development on Phillips Lane had been re-submitted but it was unclear if this was a new application or an appeal against planning refusal.

At the present time little progress has been made, but the Parish Council continues to support Mr Long in his efforts to find a solution to this dangerous access to the A1.
