Matters Arising:

2010-02-669
Chair noted possibility of a property being purchased by the Council after speaking to some residents but had discovered that this was not now for sale.

2010-02-670
Cllr Tagger was still drafting a letter regarding trees which may be protected in Carleton.

2010-02-671
It was agreed that the correct wording in January minutes was “the budget meeting was to be arranged accordingly”

2010-02-672
Clerk noted the response from the Highways Agency regarding various matters. They were checking the damaged drain cover to see if their remit covered this.They also reported improvements to be made at the sliproad to reduce speed. They had no plans to widen verges.

Clerk reported the response received from Mazars regarding audit fees. It was noted that their fees relating to income and expenditure levels.

Clerk had received a quote from Pomfret Gallery for glazing the footpaths map at £98.60. It was agreed that the Chair would look into possible cheaper alternatives

2010-02-682
School – Cllr Crabtree reported that £147 had been raised by the school for the victims of Haiti earthquake; a competition for a design for the Feast and Fair was being organised; the school is being involved with the garden club.

Village Field – Cllr Hoyle reported that planning has begun on the Feast and Fair and the Fun Run. Information is to be placed on to the website. The Feast and Fair would be held on 19th June.

Police – Cllr Atkinson reported that he was still awaiting details of the Neighbourhood Watch meeting. The Police website now has dates for the PACT meetings. He noted recent vehicular accident due to ice in the village.

In Bloom/Gardening – Chair reported that there was no invoice from the gardener for Jan and half Dec as he had been ill. He had apologised for this and was now back at work. He had been clearing litter from areas around the village.
It was reported that the Garden Competition for this year would be held in June and that the Gardening Club meeting in January had been postponed due to the weather.
It was noted that ivy still needed to be cleared in Marlpitt Lane.

Newsletter – Cllr Tagger reported that the next issue would be due near Easter.
It was noted that the delivery lists needed to be updated.

2010-02-687
The issues log was updated, many items had been progressed.
It was noted that revised prices for new LED lights for the Christmas tree were expected from WMDC.

It was noted that telephone number was available to contact Police to check on bona fide tradesmen.

2010-02-689
The Council advert in the Parish magazine was to continue and clerk would inform editor of meeting dates.

Cllr Atkinson asked WMDC councillors if any infill land was to be made available in the village for housing. Members had no information on any additional planning issues. Cllr Walsh did note that the authority was signed up to the Government’s Housing Growth Strategy.

Cllr Walsh reported that the Wakefield project team was due in the village in April to carry out any necessary works. Posters would be displayed.

It was noted that the website link to the Mp was incorrect as it was linked with the Hemsworth MP.

Cllr Walsh noted that he would be re standing for election to WMDC at the local elections in May this year.

Cllr Tagger noted the need for meetings with officials to progress road silencing. Cllr Walsh would look into this matter.

Chair outlined the issue of the possibilities of a development of land close to the village green. He had confirmed with the landowner that this was a realistic possibility and asked members how to bring this forward to progress.

It was noted that the scheme could include a village hall, extra village hall facilities, possible environmental area. There was a need for the Council and the Village Field Committee to work together on the scheme.

Cllr Hoyle outlined the village field proposals for the area and members consulted maps of the area.

Members resolved to formally approach the village field committee to discuss progressing mattes. It was agreed that the clerk would request that the committee and the Council join together for an informal meeting on the matter on 2nd March at 6pm at 8pm.

Members welcomed Kelvin Watkins and it was agreed by members to formally co-opt Mr Wilkins to the Parish Council.
