Public Participation matters: 

(1)   WIND TURBINES :-  Mr Schofield wanted to bring to the attention of the Council the proposed development of 7 wind turbines on the Darrington Quarries Site. 

Mr Schofield owns a farm approximately 650metres from the wind turbines, he expressed his concerns as to the affect it would have on his property and properties at Grove Hall. He was interested in finding out what view Darrington Parish Council held as with regard to this development.

Cllr Britton explained that, as the Parish Council had not seen the planning application yet, we had not discussed it. He went on to say that the Council would try to get a copy of the planning application and possibly hold a special meeting to review our position. Cllr Crabtree also said she went to the presentation at the Golf Club by the developer, but reported that it was poorly attended. 

Having raised this issue Mr Schofield left the meeting satisfied that he had highlighted the matter of this wind turbine development and that the Council would discuss it further. 

(2) A1 JACKSON LANE WENTBRIDGE :-  Mr Long who had raised the problems of the A1 at Jackson Lane, Wentbridge area at our September meeting, this meeting was also attended by representative of the Highways department, who gave certain assurances that action would be taken. Mr Long reported back that he thought that no action had been taken and there had been additional accidents since our meeting. He wanted to keep us informed that he intended to follow up this mater. Councillors agreed that it was unsatisfactory that no action had been taken and we would continue to support Mr Long in his efforts to make this part of the A1 safer.
