Philips Lane Planning notification. The application has been withdrawn or possibly rejected on the grounds of access and the number of other objections that had been received. It was agreed that as this site was a potential area for inappropriate development reference to this planning application would be put on the issues log.

Finance

Cllr Stainer presented the monthly summary of the accounts. These detailed five payments requiring the approval of the council. Cllr Wilkins proposed that these were paid. All agreed

A question arose as to whether the bill from J Harper included reference to £40 for repairs to the lawn mower which had been damaged whilst cutting the verges in Darrington. 
Cllr Tagger proposed and Cllr Crabtree seconded that this should be paid but reviewed should further claims of this nature be received in the future.

Cllr Stainer questioned the need for the Alliance and Leicester internet account. He would review the council’s needs and report back at future meetings.

A question was asked from the floor as to whether or not the Government would allow parish Councils to raise the precept in future years when they were putting pressure on local councils to reduce expenditure. The council was unable to answer this question.

The invoice for the provision of the stone planter had not yet been received. This is likely to require payment prior to the next PC meeting in September. Cllr Stainer would ask the clerk to send him the invoice and this would be paid prior to the next meeting if necessary.

Village Field

Cllr Hoyle reported that the Feast and Fayre and the fun run was a huge success again and once again attracted large crowds to the village. Despite the cold weather and the crowds leaving earlier than usual the profit will be at least £3300.
Fun run winners have been put on the website but as of yet no photographs.
Cllr Britton added that it was a pity that the parish Council had not got a stand this year.

Police

Cllr Atkinson reported that the Neighbourhood watch was being re-established within Darrington. There had been an operation to pull in and stop cars on the “School Run”
Cllr Britton reported that he was personally aware of several incidents within Darrington that were not being reported via the Neighbourhood Watch reporting system. This system seems to fall down while staff are on holiday.

In Bloom

Cllr Tagger reported that the garden competition had been judged and awards were being presented at the Kyte Hotel on 14th July. Photos would be made available for inclusion in future newsletters

Wind farm

Cllr Britton reported that the windfarm proposal had been rejected by the secretary of state. The only option left for Banks would be to sue the secretary of state which they were not going to do.

The Parish Council would write to Tony Hames of PWAG thanking them for their work fighting against the wind farm

Cllr Tagger referred to a piece in the paper where the WMDC Cllr Crowther had said he would be in contact with the Darrington PC re the erection of a wind turbine at Darrington Quarries.
