Minutes of the last meeting were considered – these being the Annual meeting and the Annual parish Meeting.
Considerable debate was had about the legality of Annual and Annual Parish meetings. Clerk explained these and would send written evidence of these to Chair.
Clerk noted that the Annual Parish Meeting was not a meeting of Council but of the village called by Chairman.
The Annual Meeting of Council had to first elect a Chairman for the year, agree the annual finance report and elect any officers etc. Many councils then filled the rest of meeting with normal agenda items instead of having an ordinary meeting as well.
The provisions in Local Government Act 1972 noted that Councils had to have at least 4 meetings per year, 1 of which was the Annual Meeting.
It was agreed that future changes to the meeting formats would be discussed in advance.
Members considered the accuracy of the minutes of the meetings in June. The minutes were agreed as a correct record-

Reports:
School – Cllr Crabtree noted that Talent Competition had started.
Village Field – Cllr Hoyle reported that an incident at the field had been reported to the Police and the Police had given good service in dealing with this. Cllr Tagger suggested a letter of thanks be sent to the Police for their prompt work on the matter – Cllr Atkinson would draft and send to clerk.
  Feast and Fair – Cllr Hoyle reported on arrangements being made. Chair Cllr Britton would not be available this year and it was agreed that a Council stall would this year not be on display.
Police – Cllr Atkinson reported that a meeting with Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator had been had. Some new Neighbourhood Watch signs would be sited in village. The scheme covers some 260 properties in the village. Parish magazine would feature an article.
Chair noted how the group works. It was suggested that a feature be made on website and a special notice to display in the noticeboards.
Cllr Tagger suggested additional sign boards.
In Bloom/Gardening – R Farrell had contacted builder to arrange for the new floor planters to be built. He also noted that WMDC would be planting summer plants in June.
Cllr Tagger reported that The Garden Competition was arranged for 27 June with judging 10am-1pm.
Newsletter – Next issue would be September.
Traffic Issues –Cllr Wilkins noted sings may be needed to prevent speeding traffic on Willow Park Rise at school times. Cllr Atkinson would consult with Community Officer about this. The next PACT meeting was noted as 14th June.
Cllr Crabtree had noted problems with car parking on Denby Crest and possible safety issues. Cllr Atkinson would consult with Police about this.
