Reports:
2010-03-716 School:
Cllr Crabtree reported on activities. A noise thermometer had been put up in school. A guess weight of cake competition was being organised for the Feast&Fair. A Darrington has Talent would also take place.

2010-03-717 Village Field:
Cllr Hoyle reported that a maintenance meeting had been held.. The Feast & Fair was being organised and Fun Run details would be added to the Council website.
It was noted that the Committee was liaising with the Council to develop a recreational project.


2010-03-718 Police :
Cllr Atkinson was expected to report next month. Cllr Crabtree noted that a possible evening Police surgery may be held, details are being arranged.

2010-03-718 Gardening Club:
Cllr Tagger reported on the continuing success of the group. Originally the meeting venue had been the Golf Club and this had worked very well. More recently the Kyte Hotel, location of the current herb garden project, was being utilised and the club has been made very welcome. There is a possibility of working on a conservation project at the school.

The issue of insurance by members of the club was considered and members agreed that as they were working in partnership and on behalf of the council, and as the Council had a duty of care their work would be covered by the Council’s public liability insurance.
The Clerk noted policy renewal would be received in April.

2010-03-719 Neighbourhood Action Programme:
Chair noted that the recent consultation day by the programme had attracted a bigger audience than expected. Litter had been one complaint and  fly tipping had been another.
Cllr Tagger noted that the conservation area at the school had scope for using the programme along with hedge cutting, especially for residents who were unable physically to trim overhanging hedges; there may be some management work on the village field also.
