2011-03-1

Public Matters:

Progress with the planning permission for a cemetery. 

Cllr Booth commented on the fact that the Parish Council had made observations about the planning permission to WMDC but documentation regarding this didn’t appear on their database. 

Cllr Booth asked for details of the existing graveyards within the Parish. Cllr Crabtree reported that the graveyard at the Church was full and was only available for the internment of ashes. Space for burials was available at Wentbridge but many of the plots had been pre purchased.

Cridling Stubbs Wind farm 

Cllr Britton confirmed that the Parish Council had objected to this proposal, on the grounds of it being an inappropriate use of green belt land. Again details seem to be missing from the WMDC database.

Cllr Wilkins agreed to check with WMDC why these did not appear on the database.

2011-03-2

Minutes of last meeting:

These were approved with the proviso that under the section headed Police Cllr Wilkins had agreed to contact the Darrington Hotel and not the Golf Course.

Matter arising from previous minutes:

Mr Long had contacted the office of Ms Cooper MP to raise the profile of the A1 access at Jackson’s Lane Wentbridge and was getting a satisfactory response so far. Cllr Booth confirmed he was also waiting for a response from Ian Thompson of WMDC on this matter.

Cllr Stainer confirmed that he was still working on the application from Awards for All.

2011-02-4

Cllr Wilkins confirmed that some of the lights had been off near the Kyte. This had been reported to the Highway Authority and to date 2 out of the 3 have been replaced.

Cllr Stainer confirmed that the Santander/ Alliance and Leicester account had now been closed and the money transferred.
