Planning Matters

Cllr Britton confirmed that he had contacted English Heritage with a view to trying to get them to preserve the old property on Valley Road which may have been originally constructed between 1700 and 1850. The initial planning application that was rejected by WMDC, was for the construction of 2 properties on the site. This was then resubmitted with an application for one property which has been granted permission. The property was currently for sale by tender until mid June. Both the vendor and the estate agents are aware that attempts are being made to save the property.

Cllr Britton confirmed that the weekly planning list is now being received from WMDC.

One recently approved application was for the removal of an Oak Tree that was subject to a tree preservation order on Elm Close.
